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DISCIPLINARY CODEPRIVATE 

In the past, some events have failed to comply precisely with the requirements of the Grade which they were awarded prior to their race taking place.  This, along with some member races not fully applying themselves to the BARR Code of Practice, has caused the Association embarrassment and has risked bringing it into disrepute.

Sadly, a few make life difficult for the majority, and your Committee believes that, without recourse being available for use against deliberate or persistent offenders, the Association is open to abuse and its credibility could be harmed.

Too much time and effort have gone into BARR over the years to continue to risk its role in the sport being undermined by events not demonstrating sufficient concern for our objectives.

The Committee of BARR believes that the Association has to have the means to deal with events which breach the aims and objectives of the Association - hence this Disciplinary Code.

DISCIPLINARY CODE
Disciplinary action may be taken against events where any of the following occur:

1.
Advertising membership of the Association before ratification by the Regional Representative.

2.
Advertising (i) a race Grade before ratification, or (ii) a Grading higher than awarded, or (iii) a Grading which is no longer current.

3.
Failure to advertise, on race literature or advertising, the race Grading currently held.

4.
Failure to ensure that all the requirements of any Grade awarded are adhered to.

5.
Other conduct which may bring the Association into disrepute.

6.
Failure to pay membership fees in accordance with the Constitution.

DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS
The following powers are available where it appears that any one or more of the above infringements of the Code of Practice may have taken placed:

A.
All disciplinary decisions shall be made at full Committee meetings.  Race organisers may be invited to attend such a meeting to explain any circumstances pertinent to any case made against their event. No expenses for such attendance shall be met by the Association.

B.
Disciplinary action may involve downgrading, total removal of Grading, or, in extreme cases, the Association reserves the right to expel the event, and membership and Grading fees may be forfeited.

C.
Renewals of membership received after the due date may incur a surcharge of 20% of the appropriate subscription.

D.
Disciplinary actions may be published in the Athletics' Press.

E. Written notification of disciplinary action will be made to the organiser by the General Secretary 

                within 14 days of the relevant Committee meeting and any appeal against disciplinary action should 

                be made in writing to the General Secretary of the Association within 14 days of the date of the 

                notification, stating the precise grounds on which the appeal is based.
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
